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Principal’s Message

“How Safe Birla Balika Vidyapeeth, post Lockdown”
My Dear Students and Parents
Once again, I feel pleasure to interact with you during the lockdown.
I hope you all are healthy, safe and are happy staying at home.

Hope your ward actively participated in the online classes and online activities of
the school.

I am proud how everyone - Our educators, staff, students, families, and community
has risen to the challenge over the past few weeks as we have been navigating
completely a new territory. I am also very appreciative of the patience you have
each exhibited. Your kind cooperation in success of online classes is overwhelming.

The lockdown is unfortunate. However, it brought the families together 24X7 for
nearly two months. The students are happy being with their parents and parents
are happy being with their children.

But the big question is

e Are we happy sitting at home like this ?
e Can we afford to continue this lockdown for a longer period ?

Now Government is relaxing the lockdown procedures, slowly in phase wise with
guidelines.

CBSE has planned to complete the remaining board examinations from First to
Fifteen of July 2020.

The schools are all set to reopen on First of July, 2020, unless there is government
order to delay the procedure, which is less likely.

Now the question in everyone’s mind is,

[1  How safe the schooling for children post lockdown is?
(1 Whether my child is safe in school?
[1  Whether one can compromise on Quality of Education?



Here comes the concept of Residential School as far as the safety of your ward
and quality of education in the school are concerned.

I am more particular about my school Birla Balika Vidyapeeth, Pilani, “How much
safety as well as quality, I can provide to 750 wards in my residential school at

Pilani”.

Let me explain, how safe Birla Balika Vidyapeeth is? And what all the safety
measures we are taking?

1.

First of all, Pilani, being a remote Place in Rajasthan itself is the safest place,
as far as such epidemic or pandemic is concerned.

During the entire lockdown period, till date there is no single case of corona
positive reported in Pilani.

The Home away from Home, Birla Balika Vidyapeeth is more secured with
two-tier prohibited entry in the campus, one at BITS Main Gate, nearly a KM
away from the School campus and the second restricted entry at School Hostel
Gate for vehicles and third, personnel entry to Hostel.

Unauthorized outsiders are normally not permitted to enter in the main gate
itself.

Authorized entries are permitted only after Thermal Screening during
lockdown and Post lockdown period in Main Gate.

CCTV surveillance is available right from the entry of Main Gate and the
school campus is having more than 180 surveillance cameras.

When the parents drop their children to school in July, 100 % are commuted
through personal transports, either arranged by the school or of their own to
the hostel, hence infection in any form from the general public is a rare
chance.

Once the students are inside the campus, 100 percent safety is ensured under
the School’s own guidelines in accordance with Government Guidelines of
Safety.

The school has an inhouse 12 bedded Medical Facility with a separate
Building equipped with emergency maintenance and isolation ward. A full
time experienced Lady Doctor , and two well trained and experienced staff
nurses are available round the clock.

10. Quarantine, when needed in case of emergency, can be done in MI Building,

as per the guidelines.

11.BITS dispensary inside the campus and multi-bedded Sarvajanik Hospital

outside the campus are also available for emergencies.

12.24X7 State of the Art Ambulance service is available in the campus,

maintained by Birla Education Trust.

13. Additional Ambulance services, inside the campus is also available, in case of

emergencies.

14. Disinfection in the whole campus of the school, including common area, Class

Rooms, Playgrounds and the hostel premises is ensured through
recommended disinfectant sprays and periodical fumigation procedures as
per SOPs.



15.The school ensures periodical cleaning under SOPs of all A/C ducts and
Vents, R/O Systems and water tanks.

16. The classrooms and hostel rooms are spacious, well ventilated and provide
sufficient space for pupil’s distancing as per the guidelines.

17.Each hostel room has Centralized Air-cooling System, majority of the rooms
are three bedded and designed to have sufficient living space per children as
per the guidelines.

18. The school has ‘State of the Art’ Dining facility and we ensure at least a meter
distancing while dining as per the guidelines.

19.The playgrounds and Activity centres are under the guidance of Trained
Physical Education Teachers and Coaches to ensure safety while playing and
other activities.

20. All teachers of the school are in the residential complex, inside the campus,
hence no fear of any chance of carrying infection from outside.

21. Guidelines for entry of Pupil from Red Zone area shall be strictly followed.

22.Overall, the school campus is highly safe and secure, tranquil and above all
pollution-free with Zero Pollution Rate all through the year.

23.The school is never closed for the sake of Hazardous Pollution as it happens
in many cities.

24.The campus is just like a ‘Fort of an Empire’ ensuring safety inside, a home
away from home for the students with all facilities and amenities, safe study
atmosphere, recreational activities, and Play inside the campus.

25.The school is GPTS certified and received the award at House of Commons,
London with 5-star Rating. Almost all students and parents participated in
the external survey conducted by GPTS.

26.“Happy School” rating by students is 4.8 out of 5.

27.We develop the girl child a disciplined and responsible adult with more than
a feel at home under ‘Happy Atmosphere for Learning’, focussing on an all-
round development.

28.Our Pastoral Care in the hostel is comparable to that of Parental Care at home.

29.Our teachers are qualified, experienced, dedicated, student-friendly as well
as strict, to ensure quality in education and discipline in the campus.

30.Our student mentor system enhances the leadership quality and all-round
personality.

Dear Parents,
I am sure and I ensure, your ward will be safe with us and you will be happy when
your ward is at Birla Balika Vidyapeeth.
